Effective January 2008, the NIAA will begin requiring all member schools to submit a complete roster of coaches 

showing compliance with the Nevada Coaching Education Program.

NEVADA COACHING EDUCATION PROGRAM 

Current NIAA Handbook Regulation in regards to Coaching Education is as follows: 

NAC 386.832  Coaches: Required certification and courses. (NRS 386.430)   

A coach of a school is not eligible to coach during the school year after the year the school hires him as a coach 

unless he is certified in cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR) and completes the following courses, or the 

equivalent of those courses, offered by the Coaches Education Program of the National Federation of State 

High School Associations: 

 1.   NFHS Fundamentals of Coaching or ASEP Coaching Principles 

 2.   Sport First Aid.

All newly-hired teacher coaches, all volunteer coaches and all non-certified (non-teacher) coaches have one year from 
the date of hire to complete the Nevada Coaching Education Program (NCEP) in order to be eligible to coach a second 
year, or thereafter, at the high school level in Nevada.  
NOTE: Those who have coached continuously at their current school and/or district since July 1999 are "grandfathered

NOTE: Equivalent (as mentioned in NAC 386.832): The COACHING class requirement may be waived if a coach has a 
degree (major or minor) in Coaching or Physical Education from an accredited institution ƻǊ Ƙŀǎ ōŜŜƴ άƎǊŀƴŘŦŀǘƘŜǊŜŘέ. 
Transcript should be requested as it will be required before a waiver is granted. 
The FIRST AID class requirement may be waived if a coach is a registered EMT or has taken a comparable First Aid class.

Documentation will be required before a waiver is granted.
